Schools Orienteering Competition
2011
Wellington Orienteering Club has organized the following events for the 2011 schools competition. The events are open to all school students irrespective of orienteering experience, age or fitness.

What is orienteering?
Orienteering is a competitive sport requiring participants to navigate themselves through a course by visiting each checkpoint, known as a control, in the correct order using a specially drawn map. The competitor to correctly complete the course in the shortest time will be the winner. 
Learn – try – train – test at home – test away from home – compete. This method is based on a four step staircase consisting of the different skills found in orienteering. The staircase is arranged so that the most basic skills are taught first and once mastered progression to the next step takes place. The steps and brief course skills are shown in the next table.

	Navigation level

	Red
	Difficult
	Refined compass use, identifying two or more route choices, accurate contour reading, and visualisation of land forms.

	Orange
	Hard
	Use international symbols, interpret map features, and understand scales, contour reading, route choices, rough compass use, attack points used, and relocation skills.

	Yellow
	Easy
	More advanced symbol recognition, simple route choices, taking short cuts from paths and fencelines etc.

	White
	Very easy
	Learn basic map symbols, map colours, read and understand control descriptions, courses follow paths, fencelines etc.
